The Luxor Casino is open 24 hours a day, and has more than 1500 slot machines, ranging from video poker and to multi-game machines with denominations ranging from $0.01 to $100. Table games available are craps, roulette, black jack, 3 card poker, Let it Ride, and Big 6. 
Additionally, they have a Poker Room which is open daily and routinely hosts a variety of poker games and tournaments to suit players of all levels. They offer:  Limit Hold-Em: $2 & $4, $3 & $6, $6 & $12 and No Limit Hold-Em: $1 & $2 Blinds, $1 & $3 Blinds and $2 & $5 Blinds.
Golfing 
The temperature in Las Vegas in April is around 70 to 90 degrees, so it will be perfect for golfing. 
There are six area courses in the area, including Bali Hai Golf Club, Las Vegas National Golf Club, Desert Pines and Royal Links, they are within a 20-mile, round-trip cab ride from the Strip. The Wynn and Shadow Creek are right on the Las Vegas Strip, but their golf price tag is higher. If you log into www.lasvegasgolf.com, you can find specials at the resorts in the area, and reserve your tee times for the period you are in Las Vegas. 
Lake Mead Scuba Diving (http://www.nps.gov/lake/planyourvisit/scuba.htm)
Lake Mead is one of the top five fresh water dive destinations in the United States; it has over 2000 wrecks and numerous underwater mountains, walls and caverns. In April the water temperature is 65 to 78 degrees, the visibility is 30 to 50 feet, and the air temp is 75 to 90 degrees. 
You can charter a boat dive through:

· Dive Lake Mead Scuba at www.divelasvegas.com. They offer a two tank boat dive with tanks and weights for $75 per person. 

· Go Deep Diving (GD/DG) at www.gddive.com. They offer a two tank boat dive with tanks and weights for $85 per person.

You can also Spear fish at Lake Mead, you will have to work with the dive boat you book a charter with to see what their regulations are.
